Then Jesus was led up by the Spirit into the wilderness 
to be tempted by the devil. 2And when He had fasted 
forty days and forty nights, afterward He was hungry. 
3Now when the tempter came to Him, he said, “If You 
are the Son of God, command that these stones become 
bread.” 4But He answered and said,  
“It is written,  

‘Man shall not live by bread alone, but by every 
word that proceeds from the mouth of God.’ ”  

5Then the devil took Him up into the holy city, set Him 
on the pinnacle of the temple, 6and said to Him, “If 
You are the Son of God, throw Yourself down. For it is 
written:  

‘He shall give His angels charge over you,’ 
 and,  
‘In their hands they shall bear you up,  
Lest you dash your foot against a stone.’ ” 

7Jesus said to him,  
 “It is written again,  

‘You shall not tempt the LORD your God.’ ”

16And the LORD God com-
manded the man, saying, “Of every tree of the garden you 
may freely eat; 17“but of the tree of the knowledge of good 
and evil you shall not eat, for in the day that you eat of it 
you shall surely die.” 
 
1Now the serpent was more cunning than any beast of the 
field which the LORD God had made. And he said to the 
woman, “Has God indeed said, ‘You shall not eat of every 
tree of the garden’?” 2And the woman said to the serpent, 
“We may eat the fruit of the trees of the garden; 3“but of the 
fruit of the tree which is in the midst of the garden, God has 
said, ‘You shall not eat it, nor shall you touch it, lest you 
die.’ ” 4Then the serpent said to the woman, “You will not 
surely die. 5“For God knows that in the day you eat of it 
your eyes will be opened, and you will be like God, know-
ing good and evil.” 6So when the woman saw that the tree 
was good for food, that it was pleasant to the eyes, and a 
tree desirable to make one wise, she took of its fruit and ate.

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Therefore, just as through one man sin entered the world, 
and death through sin, and thus death spread to all men, be-
cause all sinned— 13(For until the law sin was in the world, 
but sin is not imputed when there is no law. 14Nevertheless 
death reigned from Adam to Moses, even over those who 
had not sinned according to the likeness of the transgression 
of Adam, who is a type of Him who was to come. 15But the 
free gift is not like the offense. For if by the one man’s of-

fense many died, much more the grace of God and the gift 
by the grace of the one Man, Jesus Christ, abounded to 
many. 16And the gift is not like that which came through the 
one who sinned. For the judgment which came from one of-
fense resulted in condemnation, but the free gift which 
came from many offenses resulted in justification. 17For if 
by the one man’s offense death reigned through the one, 
much more those who receive abundance of grace and of 
the gift of righteousness will reign in life through the One, 
Jesus Christ.) 18Therefore, as through one man’s offense 
judgment came to all men, resulting in condemnation, even 
so through one Man’s righteous act the free gift came to all 
men, resulting in justification of life. 19For as by one man’s 
disobedience many were made sinners, so also by one 
Man’s obedience many will be made righteous.
