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Pastor: In preparation for receiving the very body and blood of our Savior Je-
sus, according to His word and command, we set aside these earthly elements 
of bread and wine for use in this sacrament of Holy Communion.  
 

Listen now and meditate on these words, written by inspiration of the Holy 
Spirit, by the apostle Paul. These words serve to consecrate the bread and wine 
for our use in the Lord’s Supper:  

“For I received from the Lord that which I also delivered to you: that 
the Lord Jesus on the same night in which He was betrayed took bread; 
24and when He had given thanks, He broke it and said, ‘Take, eat; this 
is My body which is broken for you; do this in remembrance of Me.’  
25In the same manner He also took the cup after supper, saying, ‘This 
cup is the new covenant in My blood. This do, as often as you drink it, 
in remembrance of Me.’ 26For as often as you eat this bread and drink 
this cup, you proclaim the Lord’s death till He comes. 27Therefore who-
ever eats this bread or drinks this cup of the Lord in an unworthy man-
ner will be guilty of the body and blood of the Lord. 28But let a man ex-
amine himself, and so let him eat of the bread and drink of the cup.” (1 
Corinthians 11:23-28)

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A Note To Our Visitors: According to God’s Word, partaking of the Lord’s Supper with other 
Christians implies a oneness and unity of faith and belief. God wants us to be like minded in our 
beliefs before we enter into fellowship such as Holy Communion. (1 Corinthians 1:10 and  1 Co-
rinthians 10:17). Therefore, if you have not publicly declared your agreement with the teachings 
of this Christian congregation through formal membership, we ask that you please speak with our 
pastor before coming to the Lord’s Supper. In practicing close communion, we are not making any 
kind of judgment concerning the faith of individual members of other churches.  We rejoice over 
all those who have saving faith in Jesus Christ.  Fellowship at this altar is established by sharing in 
a common confession of faith, anchored in the Gospel of Jesus Christ. We sincerely want all peo-
ple to receive the Lord’s Body and Blood with us, but we want them to receive this sacrament 
according to th will and command of our Lord who instituted this sacrament. Our pastor is eager 
to assist you in preparing to come to the Lord’s Supper with us by teaching you His Word.  
Classes are offered, as needed, throughout the year. Thank you!
